Autumn National Open Teams

The 2006 Adelaide Autumn Nationals returned to the
SABA clubrooms and adjacent Sporting Car Club over
the traditional weekend in May (not a public holiday in
2006 as the Adelaide Cup was moved to earlier in the
year). These nationals saw the introduction of a new
event, the Women’s Swiss Pairs, held concurrently with
the Autumn Seniors’ Swiss Pairs and followed by the
Autumn National Open Teams. Also returning was
David Anderson as chief tournament director, now back
in Adelaide as manager of the SABA club after a number
of years directing in Queensland. He was ably supported
by Gordon Henderson.

Fifty six teams competed in the 9 rounds of 16 board
matches Swiss qualifying of the Autumn teams, with the
top two teams qualifying for the 64 board final.

Top seeds were Smolanko (George Smolanko, Andrew
Peake, Phil Markey, David Horton), ahead of OzOne
– Rosendorff (Nigel Rosendorff, Avi Kanetkar,
Kieran Dyke, David Wiltshire), then Haffer (Joe
Haffer, Arjuna De Livera, Cathy Chua, Simon Hinge)
and Chadwick (Ted Chadwick, Martin Bloom, Peter
Gill, Paul Gosney). Strangely, the Noble team (Barry
Noble, George Bilski, Mike Prescott, Hugh Grosvenor,
Phil Gue) were seeded only seventh, ensuring that they
would certainly try hard to prove the seeding committee
wrong.

The Swiss saw Smolanko jump to an early lead, but a
small loss to Noble , and some close matches, saw them
lead narrowly with two rounds to go, ahead of Noble
and OzOne – Rosendorff.

However, with Smolanko beating OzOne-Rosendorff
20-10, and Noble losing by the same score to Sarten
(Adam Sarten, Sara Tishler, Marlene Watts, Jeff Fust),
the last match would leave a myriad of chances. When
Smolanko blitzed Sarten, they had one final spot sewn
up. Puskas (John Puskas, Peter Chan, Jesse Chan, John
Zollo, Attilio De Luca) had come from the pack with a
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maximum win, leaving the result of the OzOne-
Rosendorff versus Noble match to determine which of
those three teams would be the other finalist. When Noble
won 17-13, this left Noble second, 2VP ahead of Puskas,
and taking the other spot in the 64 board final.

The final would turn out to be close affair, with Smolanko
playing the better bridge in the first half, taking a 12 IMP
lead after the first 16 boards, and gaining another IMP in
the second quarter, to lead by 13 IMPs at half-time. This
could have been a far greater margin if the Smolanko team
had got this board correct.

The bidding started the same at both tables. East opened
5  and South doubled (penalties). In the open room
the North hand passed and 5  made easily with an
overtrick, for Noble to gain 650. In the closed room
George Bilski opted to try 5  with the North hand.
This was passed back to Andrew Peake who thought
for some time about bidding 6 . Instead he chose to
double, ending the auction and leaving George Smolanko
to lead with East. When he chose the A, eleven tricks
were there for a further +850 to Noble for a massive
17 IMP swing., the biggest of the final.

A club lead would have beaten the contract, but still have
lost 10 IMPs, whilst a 6  bid would have gained 6 IMPs
(or more when it is doubled) instead of losing 17! An
expensive hand.

How would you play this hand as South in 4 , with no
opposition bidding, on the 9 lead?

In the Open room, Phil Markey won on the table and
played trumps, to the ace and then a finesse of the jack
losing to East’s queen. East returned his last trump and,
with the minor suits behaving poorly for declarer, the
contract failed by two tricks. This was the full hand:

George Bilski in the closed room won the diamond lead
and played a club at trick two, ducking East’s jack. West
overtook this with the queen and continued a low club.
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Now with ABF Masterpoints

Declarer threw a heart from dummy, and East ruffed.
Now a diamond was returned and Bilski ruffed with
the A. Next came a spade to the king, and then
another spade saw East win the queen, but all the
trumps were gone, and declarer had the remaining tricks,
for a 13 IMP swing, leaving the Noble team in touch,
with 32 boards to play.

In a low scoring third session, Noble picked up 4 IMPs,
to leave the margin at 9 IMPs with just 16 boards to play.

Smolanko gained some early swings to extend this lead
to 27 IMPs with just five boards remaining. These five
created swings to Noble, including this, perhaps the
best played hand of the final, after the defence failed to
find the killing lead.

In the open room, Mike Prescott (East) chose to play
3NT despite finding the 4-4 spade fit, leaving it up to
Hugh Grosvenor to justify Prescott’s decision. It was
not easy for North to find a diamond lead since
Grosvenor had bid them first, so North tried the K.
This was ducked and North was faced with what to
switch to. He chose a low club, the queen losing to the
king, West unblocking the 9, and South switched back

to the 9. The jack forced the queen, taken by the ace
and a third heart was led losing to North. North now put
declarer to an immediate club guess by leading another
low club. Grosvenor wanted to play the 8, but decided
against it and rose the ace. Now he cashed the fourth heart
before playing the top spades as North threw diamonds.
As he led the last spade, this was the ending:

North chose to throw the 10 and Grosvenor next
called for dummy’s J, forcing North to win the ace
and lead a low club. Now Grosvenor played the 8
for 9 tricks and 400 to Noble.

At the other table East played 4 …and with the club
finesse failing, failed by one trick and a further 50 to
Noble for a 10 IMP swing.

When the smoke had cleared, Noble had picked up
37 IMPs on those last five boards, to run out winners
by 10 IMPs, 184 – 174.

She was concerned about my raise
until I placed my trump support on the table. Just playing
in the right game was worth 5 IMPs.

We have the
mechanism to discover opener’s hand shape, however the
next hand overcalled with 3 . Elizabeth was holding AK2

AK6 J96 A1085 and now had to improvise with this
monster hand. She cuebid 4 , which I thought must ask
for my minor. Hearing my 5  bid she ‘bashed’ 6  –
perhaps I had 6 clubs and a diamond shortage. Of course,
the K was led, followed by the A which I ruffed.

I drew trumps in three rounds and could deal with the 5-0
spade break onside. Our 1370 scored well against the
datum of +220 [In the Seniors’ the datum was 230.] Clearly
many in the field just tried 6  which was unmanageable on
the bad trump break.

Partner was on the ball with her opening leads too. Choose
your lead from KJ8 Q42 A9 98743 on the auction
2  (spades + minor) – 4 … Elizabeth rightly felt that
leading from ‘5 small’ was not attacking enough. Instead
she tried the 2. Dummy tracked with  A93 K875

76 AKQ6.

I was able to win with the J, cash the A (no cost, since
the clubs would account for any outside losers), then lead
a diamond through. Elizabeth won the A and also took
two spade tricks. It seems that most of the field led a club
since our 200 was worth 13 IMPs (datum was -580).

Winning the Women’s Swiss Pairs meant that I returned
home with twice the luggage I took to Melbourne due to
the lavish prizes presented by the convenors.

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The Director’s Chair

By Richard Grenside

PROCEDURES PART 4
Law 14 refers to ‘Missing Card’: The procedure adopted
by the director is dependant on when the deficiency is
discovered. Obviously if picked up before the actual play
starts, even though the bidding has been completed, the
hunt begins for the wayward card with the auction standing
as is, even though the missing card may well have affected
the bidding. Places to look are wide and varied, firstly
check the other 3 hands, then if still missing, carefully
separate the deficient hand as it is possible that two cards
are stuck together. The most popular place is on the floor
or left behind at the previous table. In any event whether
found or not, the hand must be reconstructed to its original
configuration before the opening lead is faced (Start of
play period).

The second scenario is when the deficiency is discovered
afterwards! This is an interesting wording as there is no
time limit attached, in other words, the fact that a player
had only 12 cards (or less for that matter), the director
acts as per the law regarding possible penalties even if the
discovery occurred during the next round, when hopefully
the player at the next table counts correctly! So beware,
check back at the previous table just to make sure that
when they played the hand, the deal was complete. Many
times during my directing career, the card has been found
2 or even 3 tables back, with each offending table playing
with only 51 cards.

The possible penalties depend on what happened during
the play. In general terms, the card is deemed to have
belonged to the hand and failure to follow suit would
constitute a revoke. There is one exception, the revoke
law states that there is no penalty for failing to play a card
belonging to dummy, however the director is required to
compensate the defenders for any possible damage they
may have suffered under law 64c. The fallacy that is
prevalent among players is that everybody is responsible
for dummy and therefore no damage. I have been searching
for any reference of this perception for many years and I
am yet to find it! An interesting question was raised the
other day whereby the missing card (Ace of Spades) was
the Declarer’s, the contract of 4H went one down, whereas
there were 10 tricks for the taking had the Ace been in the
hand; Is the declaring side able to claim damage? The
answer is of course, no. The only reference to damage
relates to the innocent side, in fact a revoke had occurred
and the declarer was penalized 2 tricks for failing to ‘play’
the missing Ace and trumping instead.

Law 15 – Play of a wrong board is perhaps the least utilized
law; With computer scoring and problems in entering
substituted pair numbers, the provision to allow the board
to be scored as played by the wrong pairs is seldom used.
Fortunately the law uses the word ‘Normally’ so there is
the out to simply cancel the board and depending on
responsibility give an adjusted score pertinent to the
situation. If however the board was only in the initial stages
of bidding, the director may be able to salvage the board
by getting the players to play the correct board and
monitoring both pairs when they play the offending board
in a later round. You, hopefully, will find an identical auction
thus avoiding adjusted scores all over the place.

Forcing check-back would be 2 , as follows:

2 :  Min, 4

2NT : Min 4/5(minor)

Maximum hands can be bid at the 3 level

As with all conventions, Check-back places a load on the
old memory. It may be reasonable to use invitational
Check-back initially and move on to the forcing variety
once you have greater familiarity.

Whenever you read a text-book, all the examples show
up as easy-as-pie illustrations of whatever point they are
trying to make.

Your partner opens 1  and you respond 1  and partner
bids 1NT (12-14). You don’t have enough to force to
game but you might like it if partner has 4 hearts or 3
spades, so you bid 2  (non-forcing) and partner passes.
Then you make 4!!!!

I didn’t think that I had enough strength to bid 3  on my
second turn.

What about this one:

KJ543
A65
J3

With a similar auction, I responded 1  over 1  and
tried 2NT when pard rebid 1NT. Partner has just a
minimum but we would have made 3  (better than 2NT
making two).

Is this why people play check-back?

Hi Cathy,

This is precisely why people play check-back. At
Matchpoints, finding the right game or partscore is a low
tolerance exercise as every 10 points count.

There are several ways to play check-back over a 1NT
rebid, with invitational and game-forcing check-back
gaining popularity. Hence after 1NT rebid, 2  is
invitational and forces a relay of 2  from opener. After
that, responder bids any suit to suggest interest in that
strain with invitational values.

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If double were either forward going or takeout, that
is what I would bid. If partner Passed, converting to
penalties, I would be delighted, and I'd know what
to do over all other actions, including removing hearts
to diamonds, thereby disclosing a hand that was too
good to bid 3  immediately.

Not knowing what Double means (hardly a
surprise!), I have to choose between a strong action
and a competitive action; the invitational actions are
missing. That's the importance of double!

Since I hold an opening bid which includes king third
in partner's rebid suit, I think I should commit us to
game.3  looks decidedly competitive to me and thus
I would exclude it. That leaves us with 3NT, 4  (this
ought to be forcing and slam going), 5  and something
else (perhaps 3 ).

3NT looks silly so that is out.

4  is excessive. My hand is not that good (I need
one more big card). So that's out.

5  looks about right on strength although it could
fail miserably if partner is not short in clubs. (He
does rate to be shortish. Nobody has owned up to
the heart suit.)

The trouble with 5   is that it bypasses 3NT when
5  fails.

So you see where we're heading. 3  is my choice.

If you reflect on what I observed about Double,
you'll see this fits. If partner reverts to spades, I'll
have a go at 4 ; if partner bids 3NT, I'll Pass; if
more diamonds I'll bid 5 ; and if partner raises hearts
(as most certainly will happen on this hand), I'll revert
to 5 .

The key to becoming a first class bidder is not in the
use of a host of conventions, it lies in fully
comprehending the meanings of four calls in whatever
situation arises. They are (i) Double (including
Redouble), (ii) Pass, (iii) the bid of a suit previously
bid by the opponents, and (iv) the bid of the fourth
suit. Integral to that understanding lies the inferences
to be made when one of the above might have been
used and was not.

1. 1 . You may be concerned that partner will rebid 2NT
(over which you will pass), but a greater danger is that
if you pass 1  partner will be left to play 1  in a 3-2
or 4-2 fit. If partner has a minimum hand, and opponents
are on the ball, your side could be caught and punished
in 1NT, but overall more good things can happen when
you respond 1 . On the brighter side, maybe partner
raises to 2 , opponents say nothing, and you rack up
+110.

2. Pass. On this hand you want out. Opposite 12-14
balanced, and vulnerable, you prefer to play 1  than
1NT, where you are likely to concede -200. Also some
partnerships play that it is almost always right to leave
opps in 1  or 1 , and you would happily play in 1 .

3. 2 . There are four or five different ways of playing
jump shift responses to a 1  or 1  opening, from strong,
looking for slam, to weak jump responses, 0-6 HCP,
as recommended here. No method occurs with any
great frequency, but it is logical to use jumps as
preemptive. Now when you have a big heart fit the
partnership can quickly and easily assess the level to
which to bid.

4. 1 . This is of course a matter of style, but as I don’t
particularly want to play in diamonds I avoid bidding
them. If partner rebids 1NT you will need a method to
return to diamonds, and I recommend Two-Way
Checkback, which featured in a recent quiz. Go to the
ABF website, click on NEWSLETTERS to the left,
and go to page 18 of the March 2006 Issue. (Or read
Coaching Cathy in this issue – Ed).

5. 1 . This hand is something of an exception. Your hand
is suitable for a 1NT response, except that with no
tenaces it is much better with the lead coming around
to partner’s hand. After 1 -1  my style is that opener
rebids 1NT on all balanced hands, with or without a
four card major. The reason is clear to see. If responder
bids a 4 card major ahead of diamonds then it is a
waste of time for opener to now show a major
(responder doesn’t have a major). This would only give
information to the opps.

6. 1 . On this hand I want to bid diamonds and then
spades and force to game. To bid 1  first and then bid
diamonds would give partner the wrong picture of the
hand. It would not be out of the question to find 6  an
even money bet, even opposite a minimum balanced
12-14.

7. 2NT. Natural and invitational, 11-12 HCP. This hand
screams notrumps, to be played by your hand, so it is
obvious and necessary to use 2NT for this type of hand.
Opener’s 3  rebid is a sign-off, and 1 -2NT, 3  is
also droppable. When opener has a hand with length in
the minors the opponents may find it difficult to enter
the bidding to claim their major suit partscore or game.

8. 3 . A splinter, singleton or void heart and enough for
game. Now if opener bids 3NT responder can pass
with confidence. Partnerships need to agree whether
sequences such as 1 -3 , 4  are forcing. For me the
answer is no.

9. 3NT. A balanced hand of 13-15 HCP, and no 4 card
major. Now 4  by opener is forcing, perhaps even
Key Card Blackwood, the same for 1 -3NT, 4  with
4  serving as Key Card Blackwood.

10. 3 . The weak jump raise is part of Inverted Minors.
It is certainly logical to establish a fit quickly with a
weak hand, and to take space from the opponents at
the same time. A quiz on Inverted Minors appeared on
page 12 of the January 2006 Newsletter.

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Book Review

365 WINNING BRIDGE TIPS BY DANNY KLEINMAN,
MASTER POINT PRESS, 2005

Danny Kleinman is a Los Angeles expert who is a regular
contributor to bridge magazines and has self published
a number of books. In his down – to – earth style he
analyses 365 real life deals, each of which caused the
players some problem. There are a variety of problems
including bidding, play and defence. Often the underlying
issue is one of discipline. Stay within your bidding
system guidelines; don’t rush the auction by jumping
when a more descriptive bid might find a better contract;
and don’t compete with doubtful values or the wrong
shaped hand. There are frequent mentions of modern
bidding treatments and useful conventions. Here’s an
example:  6 QJ87 K975 KQ43

West North East South
Pass 1 Pass 2
Pass 2 Pass ?

In most modern partnerships, a two-over-one response
promises a second bid. Your methods with your present
partner exempt you from bidding again only if opener
makes a single raise. You mustn’t pass! Bid 2NT, which
shows a hand about as good as this one.

The tips vary from short ones such as the above to those
which cover about a full page in this large size book. In
some cases there are marginal notes explaining some special
point that the author wants to clarify. There is a multitude
of bridge information to help the intermediate player. All
the advice is sound, even though the author’s opinions
sometimes differ from those of other experts.

If you haven’t read one of Kleinman’s books, I recommend
giving this one a try.
